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Rikugien Gardens ~a special place of scenic beauty~
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Rikugien Gardens is a circuit style garden built by Yanagisawa Yoshiyasu, a
confidant of the 5th Shogun, Tokugawa Tsunayoshi. This garden was designed
after scenes from historical waka poems and Chinese classics, and completed
in 1702. The garden was counted as one of the greatest gardens of the Edo
period. In the Meiji era, Iwasaki Yataro, the founder of Mitsubishi
conglomerate company, obtained the garden, and his descendants donated it to
the City of Tokyo in 1938. The garden has been nationally designated as a

Special Place of Scenic Beauty.
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
